Summary Page

	Policy Overview
	All inmates, except those confined to cells, are to be allowed not less than two hours exercise each day.

Inmates confined to cells, for up to three days, as ordered under s53 (1) and s56(c) of the Crimes (Administration of Sentences) Act 1999 are to be allowed not less than an hour’s exercise each day.



	Purpose
	This policy has been developed to ensure that:

· officers carry out their responsibilities with regard to the department’s duty of care;

· inmates in segregated custody are given their entitlement to daily exercise; and 

· subject to limitations that may arise from time to time, the relevant legislation is put into practice.



	Scope
	This policy applies to all correctional centres and to all employees who work within such centres.

7.1.1
Procedures

7.1.1.1
Wing /Pod Officers

Wing / pod officers should record all let-go and lock-down times that occur during their watch in a logbook which should be kept at either the officer station or in the wing office. 

In wings / pods that house more than one category of inmate, officers are required to record all let-go and lockdown times for each category of inmate.

7.1.1.2
Area Managers

At the end of each week the area manager should check the information in the wing / pod logbook for accuracy. This information should be collated into a Time Out of Cell Report, which is then sent to the deputy governor (or the Operations Manager in the case of the MRRC).

7.1.1.3
Deputy Governor

The deputy governor (or Operations Manager in the case of the MRRC) should collate all Time Out of Cell Reports into a weekly return and then send it to the Superintendent, Operations. 

7.1.2
Monitoring and Evaluation

All let-go events should reflect the intent of the policy except where local limitations prevent them from taking place. Such limitations should be recorded appropriately.

The accuracy of let-go and lock-down times recorded in the wing / pod logbooks may be audited by management at any given time.

It is the responsibility of area managers to rectify any discrepancies before collating the information for senior management.
